Weekly Highlights

Nursery & Reception Little Lennies’ & Blackbirds

This week, Little Lennies have been exploring the planet we live on - Earth. They have been using GoogleEarth to
see what it looks like from outer space. They have been on an adventure with Aliens in underpants as they
started to think about what might be beyond the planet we live on - what might be in space and how you might
get there!

Blackbirds have been on an adventure with QPootle5 - his spaceship landed on Earth and needed fixing!
